* When the Greek alphabet was standardized in Athens in about 400 B.C., some of the
older forms of letters were retained only for numerical functions. For example, the digamma,
W, was retained for the numeral 6, but was no longer used as a letter. Similarly, the symbol q
was used only for 90, and Q only for 900. These are included here for your information only.
Since they were not used as letters, you will not need them to find the numerical values of
words.

Much later, the Greeks used the final sigma, , for the numeral 6.
